Discontinued Partnership — For the first time since BCH began serving

internationally we discontinued our partnership with Jahzjet Children’s Outreach in Monrovia, Liberia due
to differences in accountability philosophy. We tried hard to solve this problem. Our desire is to partner
with national groups of churches which have a good accountability and reporting structure.

For the past couple of years | have been challenged by Jesus’ directions to the disciples at the miracle

feeding of the 5000. The application to me has been, “Jim, don’t send the children away; you give them
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something to eat.” Trust is encouraged by the fact that Jesus knew what he was going to do.
How has God supplied through your church and others to care for children this year?
» Faithful prayers and support from your church.

» VBS offerings to help feed/rice children overseas. In August we sent more funds to international
partners to respond to the increasing cost in world economic upheaval.

» Thanksgiving Food Showers in Michigan and Indiana help feed the children and care givers throughout
the year.

» Thousands of dollars in gift cards were given to help buy milk, meat, and perishables.
* A mission team from Ohio cut down some overgrown willow trees last Fall saving many thousands of

dollars. They returned this summer and re-sided a house and
repaired a porch.

* Dozens of local volunteers have helped stuff thousands of
envelopes to send out mailings such as Christmas, Camp, and
Bike-a-thon 31.

* In January | started putting on our display table a large gourd
I was given in Ginkorma, Liberia, far beyond the end of road.
After services people have been putting compassion offerings in
“Gordy” to help feed the children. The people in one church gave
over $1000. Gordy offerings have helped feed the children and
end the fiscal year in the black.
